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I INTRODUCTION

1. The National Board of Examinations came into existence in the year 1975, as a wing of the
National Academy of Medical Sciences and has been conducting Post-graduate Medical
Examinations at the national level since 1976. The Board was registered as an Autonomous
Organization under Ministry of Health & Welfare, Government of India with effect from
01.03.1982 under the Societies Registration Act, 1860, with the objective of conducting high
standard post-graduate examinations in the field of modern medicine on all India basis,
formulating basic training requirements for eligibility and developing patterns of teaching in
post-graduate medical education.

2. The prime objectives of NBE is to elevate the standards of post graduate medical education
in modern medicine and conducting examinations of high standard on all India basis.

3. NBE has evolved as one of the largest professional autonomous organizations at global scale
during 36 years of its existence as autonomous body.

4. NBE offers a rapid, flexible and practical expansion potential of raising the specialist seats in
the country. To make use of the existing infrastructure and clinical resources at Govt/PSU/
Municipal/Private sector hospitals across the country NBE is encouraging them, with
support of MoHFW and NITI Aayog, to start DNB programme thereby improving health care
and striving to bridge the specialist gap in the country by increasing the number of Post
Graduate seats.

5. NBE conducts examinations in 77 disciplines and subspecialties of modern medicine which
includes DNB programme in 29 broad and 26 super specialties. NBE has accredited 615
institutions/ hospitals in public and private sector all over the country.

6. National Board is also conducting Fellowship programme in 22 sub-specialties for
MD/MS/DNB Speciality who have completed their training in the concerned specialties.
Selection to the fellowship programme is based on an entrance test and admission to the
coursesisthrough centralized merit based counseling.

7. NBE provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum level of attainment of
the knowledge and competencies of postgraduate and postdoctoral training. Well equipped
centers have been identified and accredited by NBE in the concerned specialties to provide
excellent training infrastructure and faculty for the candidates. Diplomate Qualifications
awarded by NBE have established benchmarks of high quality in the field of medical
educationinthe country.

8. NBE has pioneered use of Computer Based testing for PG & post doctoral Medical Entrance
Exams in the country. Beginning 2012, All PG post doctoral Medical Entrance Exams and
Screening test are being conducted on Computer Based Test platform. The introduction of
computertechnology has transformed the test delivery and student assessment.

The Diplomate/Fellow qualifications (DNB/FNB) awarded by the National Board of
Examinations have been equated with postgraduate degree and postdoctoral level

qualifications of universities by the Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination are eligible to be
considered for specialists’ posts in any hospital and for teaching positions at academic
institutions. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination i.e. DNB, are
eligible to be considered for specialists post / faculty in any hospital including training
/teaching institution on a teaching post / as faculty members / teacher / Assistant
Professor/ lecturer.

Over the years NBE’s research engagements have also increased significantly. NBE has
consistently promoted collaborations with various national and international
agencies/bodies of repute in the field of medical education and research to promote and
provide a broader range of both technical as well as academic expertise to enrich the various
DNB programmes being conducted by the board.

NBE is also organizing interactive virtual teaching program for pediatric cardiology
candidates to deliver a comprehensive and more widely accessible quality teaching
program through CME sessions consisting of didactic webinars and Web discussions and
quizzes.

NBE has introduced NBE Awards for excellence in teaching & training in five categories. A
total of 71 Faculty members and 17 Institutes have been selected for NBE Awards for

Excellence inteaching and training since 2011.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In the year 2018-19 National Board of Examinations completed 37 years of its inception as an
independent autonomous organization in the field of Post Graduate Medical Education. National
Board of Examinations during the year conducted NEET PG, NEET MDS, NEET SS, PD-CET, FMGE
Screening Test, DNB Final and Fellowship Exit Examination for a total of 2,21,996 candidates.

Total Candidates who took NBE examinations: 2,24,670

DNB Final examination and Fellowship Exit examination were conducted across various centersin
the country by NBE. Improvements in assessment methodology backed by research in assessment
were instrumental in achieving excellence. During the year 2018-19, a total of 4627 candidates
qualified DNB Final Examination for broad specialties, 767 candidates qualified DNB Final
Examination for Super Specialties and 200 candidates’ qualified Fellowship Exit examination and
NBE certified atotal of 5594 candidates for award of DNB and FNB qualifications in year 2018-19.

NEET-MDS is an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single entrance
examination to various Post Graduate MDS Courses under Dentists Act, 1948 was conducted for
admission to Postgraduate Dental Courses’ which will includes All India 50% quota seats for MDS
courses (all states except Andhra Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), State quota seats for
MDS courses for all States/Union territories of India (including the states of Andhra Pradesh,
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Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), MDS Diploma courses at all Private Dental Colleges, Institutions
& Universities all across the country, MDS courses at Armed Forces Medical Services Institutions
as a Computer Based Test on 14™ December 2018 in 51 cities across the country.

NEET SS 2017 was conducted
as computer based test on 6" July 2018 in 42 cities across the country. The candidates who were
registering for NEET SS were provided with the option of choosing their examination cities through
the online registration & scheduling system. Atotal of 24465 candidates appeared forthe NEETSS
online examination out of which 15978 candidates passed the examination. The test comprised of
100 Multiple Choices, single correctresponse questionsin English language only.

Admissions to various DNB & FNB courses are being done through Centralized merit based
counseling conducted by NBE. For DNB CET (POST MBBS) — January 2018 Admission Session,
37996 candidates attended the counseling and 4870 candidates registered, for DNB CET (POST
MBBS) — July 2018 Admission Session, 14744 candidates attended the counseling and 3231
candidates registered. For DNB PDCET (POST DIPLOMA) — January 2018 Admission Session, 1437
candidates attended the counseling and 1121 candidates have registered till now. For DNB PDCET
(POST DIPLOMA) — July 2018 Admission Session, 3341 candidates attended the counseling and
1980 candidates have registered till now.

progressin order to help those set goals forimprovement.

Benefits of formative and internal assessment for students are that they become motivated to learn
and take responsibility for their own learning. They can learn valuable lifelong skills such as self-

evaluation, self-assessment, and goal setting and become more adeptatself-assessment.
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On the above pattern NBE as well as NBE accredited hospitals/institutes have conducted Formative
and internal appraisal of the DNB candidatesinthe year 2018-19.

Theory examination was conducted on 14th October 2018. 17 centers were engaged to conduct the
theory examinations for the above mentioned candidates. Once the theory examination was
conducted the answer sheets were sorted subject wise and coded in order to mask the candidate
identity. The assessment of answer sheets were done in an offsite mode where the answer sheets
were sent to the subject experts for assessment after taking their consent for the same. Upon
completion of assessment the sheets were sent back by the experts to NBE. The answer sheets were
decoded back to identify the candidates. The result received were then compiled and entered in the
datarecords.

The stage of work place based clinical assessment wass done at NBE accredited hospitals/institutes in
their city/state. During the year 2018, total of 688 centers were engaged from all over India. Each
centre comprised of 8-10 candidates and the candidates were allocated from different hospitals apart
from the hospital which has become the centre for conducting the examination. Subject experts from
the discipline of other institutes were contacted to seek their availability for visiting the centre as an
external. The centre conducts the exam and sends the result along with other bills and remuneration
forms. The result was then entered into the master data for compilation.

C. LEARNING MATERIAL

NBE has also set up a repository of electronic, content covering 23 specialties available in 251
volumes in the form of DVD's.

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INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIP IN MINIMAL ACCESS SURGERY/SURGICAL
ONCOLOGY

National Board of Examinations in association with Christie NHS Foundation Trust, Manchester,
UK & Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi is offering an International Fellowship in Minimal
Access Surgery/ Surgical Oncology. The course duration of this programme is of 2 years comprising
of One Year training at the Christie NHS Foundation Trust, UK and One year training at
Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi. At the end of training candidate is eligible to write FNB (MAS)
examination of NBE.

The admission process comprises of the following two steps:
1. Conduction ofthe Qualifying Examination.

2. Conduction of Credentials assessment and Interview process for the eligible candidates by the
panel of experts.

The admission Procedure for this programme was successfully conducted through video
conferencing with Christie NHS Foundation Trust, Manchester, UK for the eligible candidates.
However no candidate joined the course this year.

NBE E-Learning Programme

NBE in its continuous endeavor to strengthen post graduate training and assessment has
undertaken initiatives to introduce E-learning Programme for Pediatrics, Pediatrics Cardiology,
Radiology, Emergency Medicine & Family Medicine. NBE has introduced E-Learning Programme
from the year 2016. It seeks to develop, maintain, and increase the knowledge, skills, and
professional performance of post graduate residents through conducting various structured
Webinar classes covering the major primary care in specialties topics for residents that will be
delivered by distinguished faculties from eminent national / regional institutes all over the India.
The E-learning classes enable the students to develop the skills for recognizing the common
medical conditions, making timely and appropriate referrals and effective consultation and

counseling.

The Programme includes live weekly e-lectures, journal articles, videos and annual quiz from
centersinIndia Registered PG Residents can access to all content, which includes more than 100 e-
learning videos & participate quiz annually.

In view of the above, Society for Clinical Excellence and the Society for Communication in
Healthcare in association with the National Board of Examinations have taken a great step to start
Communication in Healthcare and professional curriculum (COMMUNICON).
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So far NBE in association with Society for Clinical Excellence and the Society for Communicationin
Healthcare has conducted various meeting in this regards. During the meetings, various points
were taken care for improvement of communication in Healthcare such as preparation of book
with the suggested name “Good Practice”, to build professional curriculum that includes
communication, patient safety, medical ethics and quality in medical practice, AETCOM Modules
prepared by the Academic Committee of Medical Council of India for undergraduate students, to
prepare training modules for faculties and DNB faculty and students which will include the
following: patient safety & quality, communication, medico legal practice. Methodology for
implementing the above will be through workshops and online E-Learning.

To achieve the above mentioned goals various committee were constituted with aim to:

1 Form a structured / skeletal framework to build professional module by creating a book
including clinical practice,

2 Toorganize the workshops on communication in healthcare,

3 Identify the differences between medical college and NBE accredited institutes / hospitals in
terms of teaching facilities, infrastructure, teaching methodology etc.

4  Preparation of communication module as per requirements of NBE using AETCOM Module as
abasaland referral documents,

5 Developing primary awareness programme/workshops.

Society for Clinical Excellence and the Society for Communication in Healthcare in association
with the National Board of Examinations has also organized National Conference on
Communication in Healthcare. The theme of the conference was “Excellence in Medical

Communication - Bridging the Gap between Healthcare Professionals and the Society.”

The conference has renowned multidisciplinary National and International Faculty. Medical
professionals, intellectuals, experts in the field of communication and other major stakeholders

fromthe society deliberated on building trust between Health Sector and the Society at large.
The Conference was preceded by two workshops:

1. Workshop 1 - Training the Trainers to train the faculty and make them aware of how to teach
and what to teach in communication. The Workshop was conducted by Prof. Roger Vaughan
from the Royal College of Surgeons, England who was an adviser and trainer for imparting
trainingon communicationin Healthcare.
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The workshop was prelude to further continuation of the programme which leads to
certification from the National Board as Certified trainers for imparting Communication skills
tostudents.

2. Workshop 2 — Learning the art and skill of Communication in healthcare, designed to teach
students the art and skill of communication in healthcare.

8. First National Conference “COMMUNICON 2018”, on Communication in Healthcare,
Excellence in Medical Communication — Bridging the gap between Health Professionals &

NBE—-UNESCO Chairin Bioethics National Programme

The National Board of Examinations and UNESCO Chair in Bioethics (Haifa) have joined hands to
conduct focused training in Bioethics and Communication. This is being done in view of the
proposed curriculum reform of the National DNB program where Bioethics and Communication,
Quality and Safety are being introduced as mandatory learning objectives. The Indian program of
the UNESCO Chair in Bioethics (Haifa), has taken the initiative to conduct accredited training and
credentialing of the supervisors of the Postgraduate DNB programme in Bioethics and
Communication.

This course is beneficial for Post Graduate Supervisors/Teachers/Consultant/Faculty of NBE
accredited Hospitals/Institutions running DNB program in various Broad & Super Specialty, and
Fellowship programme in various sub specialty areas.

This training has two components —the Part | consists of a 2 days of face-to face training focused
on predominantly ‘how to teach’ bioethics and communication skills. This includes the reformed
teaching methodology that is to be used to ensure that bioethics education is integrated into all
aspects of post-graduate medical education under the DNB program.
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The Part Il consists of an International Webinar Certificate course on the Principles of Bioethics and
Human Rights for a period of 16 weeks on ‘what to teach in bioethics’. This live, interactive,
webinar series also includes a series of Guest Faculty lectures from leading subject experts from all
across the globe that make this course both unique in design and exclusive in content for both
faculty and post-graduate students.

On successful completion of both Part | and Part Il, the participating DNB supervisors will be
eligible for the registration with the International Forum of Teachers of Bioethics based at the
Medical University of Sofia (E.U.)

Significance of this program

Teaching bioethics is a comprehensive and long-term effort helping graduate and undergraduate
students to become fully linked to the roots of their own personal principles. UNESCO established
Chairs to improve the teaching of bioethics in medical schools. Its position was that bioethics
should operate from the bedrock of human dignity and fundamental human rights, and bioethics
teachers should be aware of cultural pluralism as well. To teach bioethics UNESCO has prepared
3T-IBHSc program for faculty members. This program is built to ‘Train-Teach-Transfer’ Bioethics
and Human Rights knowledge to the faculty members from medical fraternity.

During the year 2018-19, NBE in association with its NBE accredited institute/ hospital has
conducted one NBE-UNESCO Chairin Bioethics National Programme for DNB Faculty/Supervisors
at New Delhi wherein 33 DNB Faculty members has successfully completed the course.

Award of the title “Adjunct Professor of NBE”

In order to strengthen the academic framework and accord due recognition to the teachers who
are working on whole time basis and undertaking teaching, training and supervision of candidates
at the post graduate and post-doctoral level at NBE accredited institutions, the grant of academic
title “Adjunct Professor of NBE” was introduced.

The adjunct professor title recognizes the experience and knowledge of the faculty as appropriate
for the role (usually teaching) he/she will be performing at the NBE accredited hospitals. The
“Adjunct Professor of NBE” is not on the tenure track like regular professors from the universities.
The recognition shall remain valid for 03 years from the date of award and would require renewal
through applicable criteria.

Inyear 2018-2019, NBE has conferred 30 DNB Faculty as “Adjunct Professor of NBE” for the period
ofthreeyearsfrom 21/09/2018.
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THESIS & RESEARCH

As per NBE norms, writing a thesis is essential for all DNB candidates towards partial fulfillment of
eligibility foraward of DNB degree certificate.

Research forms an integral part of the education programme for all candidates registered with
NBE. The Basic aim of requiring the candidates to write a thesis/dissertation is to familiarize them
with research methodology. The members of the faculty guiding the thesis/dissertation work for
the candidate to ensure that the subject matter selected for the thesis/dissertation is feasible,
economical and original.

DNB candidates are required to submit their thesis before the cutoff date which shall be 30" June
of same year for candidates appearing for their scheduled December final theory examination.
Similarly candidates who shall be appearing in their scheduled June DNB final examination shall

be required to submit their thesis by 317 of preceding December.
