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INTRODUCTION

National Board of Examinations (NBE) was established in 1976 on recommendation of a
high level expert group. NBE started its operations between 1976 to 1982 as a wing of the
National Academy of Medical Sciences (NAMS). NBE was established as an independent
autonomous organization under Societies Registration Act,1860 on 1st March 1982.

The prime objectives of NBE is to elevate the standards of post graduate medical
education in modern medicine and conducting examinations of high standard on all India
basis.

NBE has evolved as one of the largest professional autonomous organizations at global
scale during 35 years of its existence as autonomous body.

NBE conducts examinations in 72 disciplines and subspecialties of modern medicine
which includes DNB programme in 29 broad and 25 super specialties. NBE has
accredited 469 institutions/ hospitals in public and private sector all over the country.

National Board is also conducting Fellowship programme in 18 sub-specialties for
MD/MS/DNB Speciality who have completed their training in the concerned specialties.
Selection to the fellowship programme is based on an entrance test and admission to the
courses is through centralized merit based counseling.

NBE provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum level of attainment
of the knowledge and competencies of postgraduate and postdoctoral training. Well
equipped centers have been identified and accredited by NBE in the concerned
specialties to provide excellent training infrastructure and faculty for the candidates.
Diplomate Qualifications awarded by NBE have established benchmarks of high quality in
the field of medical educationin the country.

NBE has pioneered use of Computer Based testing for PG Medical Entrance Exams in the
country. Beginning 2012, All PG Medical Entrance Exams and Screening test are being
conducted on Computer Based Test platform. The introduction of computer technology
has transformed the test delivery and student assessment.

The Diplomate/Fellow qualifications (DNB/FNB) awarded by the National Board of
Examinations have been equated with postgraduate degree and postdoctoral level
qualifications of universities by the Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination are eligible to be
considered for specialists’ posts in any hospital and for teaching positions at academic
institutions. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examinationi.e. DNB, are
eligible to be considered for specialists post / faculty in any hospital including training
/teaching institution on a teaching post / as faculty members / teacher / Assistant
Professor/ lecturer.

Over the years NBE's research engagements have also increased significantly. NBE has
consistently promoted collaborations with various national and international
agencies/bodies of repute in the field of medical education and research to promote and
provide a broader range of both technical as well as academic expertise to enrich the
various DNB programmes being conducted by the board.

NBE in collaboration with Childrens Heart Link, USA, and People4People, India, are
organizing interactive virtual teaching program for pediatric cardiology candidates to
deliver a comprehensive and more widely accessible quality teaching program through
CME sessions consisting of didactic webinars and Web discussions and quizzes.

NBE is also regularly conducting Faculty Development Workshops wherein the faculty is
sensitized to carry out effective teaching, training and mentoring activities for DNB /FNB
candidates. NBE has also introduced research methodology workshops for faculty and
students onAll India Basis.

NBE has introduced NBE Awards for excellence in teaching & training in five categories. A
total of 38 Faculty members and 9 Institutes have been selected for NBE Awards for
Excellence in teaching and training since 2012.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Inthe year 2016-17 National Board of Examinations completed 35 years of its inception as
an independent autonomous organization in the field of Post Graduate Medical
Education. National Board of Examinations during the year conducted NEET PG, NEET
MDS, DNB CET, CET-SS, PD-CET, Screening Test, DNB Final, Fellowship Entrance
Examination, and Fellowship Exit Examination for a total of 1,76,276 candidates.

Total Candidates who took NBE examinations: 1,76,276

DNB Final examination and Fellowship Exit examination were conducted across various
centers in the country by NBE. Improvements in assessment methodology backed by
research in assessment were instrumental in achieving excellence. During the year 2016-
17, a total of 4777 candidates qualified DNB Final Examination for broad specialties, 520
candidates qualified DNB Final Examination for Super Specialties and 147 candidates’
qualified Fellowship Exit examination and NBE certified a total of 5444 candidates for
award of DNB and FNB qualifications in year 2016-17.

Total Candidates who qualified for award of DNB and FNB: 5444

DNB CET July 2016 (in which 25609 candidates appeared), DNB-CET SS January 2016
(in which 4223 candidates appeared), DNB PD CET (in which 3315 candidates appeared)
and Fellowship Entrance Examination (in which 1693 candidates appeared) were all
conducted on Computer Based Test (CBT) Mode.

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B. FORMATIVEASSESSMENT

Formative assessment includes various formal and informal assessment procedures by
which evaluation of student’s learning, comprehension, and academic progress is done
by the teachers/ faculty to improve student attainment. Formative assessment test is
called as “Formative “as itinforms the in process teaching and learning modifications. FAT
is integral part of the effective teaching .The goal of Formative Assessment is to collect
information which can be used to improve the studentlearning process.

Formative assessment is essentially positive in intent, directed towards promoting
learning; it is therefore part of teaching. Validity and usefulness are paramount in
formative assessment and should take precedence over concerns for reliability.

NBE has successfully conducted the Formative Assessment for DNB Trainees who are
pursuing residency in DNB Accredited Institutes/Hospitals on centralized basis all over
India in which 9497 candidates were included. The purpose of conducting formative
assessment of NBE accredited hospitals/institutions is to assist the local institutions to
develop in to a center of academic excellence. This would further add value to the services
being rendered in these accredited hospitals/institutions.

The assessment scheme consists of Three Parts which has to be essentially completed
by the candidates. The scheme includes:-

Part |:- Conduction of theory examination
Part-1l :- Feedback session on the theory performance
Part-111 :- Work place based clinical assessment

Benefits of formative assessment for the examiners is that they are able to determine
what standards students already know and to what degree. They can decide what minor
modifications or major changes in instruction they need to make so that all students can
succeed in upcoming instruction and on subsequent assessments. They can create
appropriate lessons and activities for groups of learners or individual students and
also inform students about their current progress in order to help those set goals for
improvement.

Benefits of formative assessment for students are that they become motivated to learn
and take responsibility for their own learning. They can learn valuable lifelong skills such
as self-evaluation, self-assessment, and goal setting and become more adept at self-
assessment. In the above pattern NBE has conducted various activities of Formative
Assessmentin the year 2016-17 as per following details:

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C. LEARNING MATERIAL (DVD/CD):

NBE has also set up a repository of electronic, content covering 23 specialties available in
251 volumes in the form of DVD's. These cover a wide range of issues as a part of the Post
Graduate curriculum for modern medicine from common topics to esoteric areas of
knowledge which otherwise are not easily available as learning resource. During this year
a total of 2891 volumes of DVDs were made available to 98 medical institutes and post
graduate candidates.

CAPACITY BUILDING FOR SKILLS IN SURGICAL DISCIPLINES FOR POST
GRADUATE TRAINEES:

Surgical training has undergone many changes in the last decade. One outcome of these
changes is the interest that has been generated in the possibility of training surgical skills
outside the operating theatre. Simulation of surgical procedures and human tissue, if
perfect, would allow complete transfer of techniques learnt in a skills laboratory directly to
the operating theatre.

In the above background NBE has advocated through its accreditation criteria to various
NBE accredited institutions participation in skill training programmes though their own sKkill
lab or tie-up with other training organizations/ institutions for the same.

A programme is this regard for the DNB Candidates has been designed by NBE
emphasizing on training for the following skills and techniques:

Day 1: Basic Surgical Techniques
Day 2: Laparoscopic Surgical Techniques

To assess the feasibility of such a programme a pilot was conducted for of 57 students in
2 batches on 30" September-1* October, 2016 and 19"-20" November, 2016 respectively.
This pilot programme was conducted in association with Ethicon Institute of Surgical
Education.

The feedback received from the candidates in both the batches was of positive orientation
towards such a programme and they expressed their interest in attending such a
programme in the future also. They also expressed their need to include more topics and
increase the duration of the programme for better learning.

INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIP IN MINIMAL ACCESS SURGERY/ SURGICAL
ONCOLOGY

National Board of Examinations in association with Christie NHS Foundation Trust,
Manchester, UK & Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi is offering an International
Fellowship in Minimal Access Surgery/ Surgical Oncology. The course duration of this
programme is of 2 years comprising of One Year training at the Christie NHS Foundation
Trust, UK and One year training at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi. At the end of
training candidate is eligible to write FNB (MAS) examination of NBE and MCh.
(Surgical Oncology depending on candidate experience) of Edge Hill University, UK.
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Eligibility Criteria for Applicant candidates:

* 5 years of formal training in surgical disciplines & must be in possession of DNB
(Surgical Gastroenterology)/MCH (Surgical Gastroenterology)/ FNB (Minimal Access
Surgery)/ DNB (Surgical Oncology)/ MCH (Surgical Oncology)/ FRCS qualification.

+ Candidates with 3 years of post graduate training MS (General Surgery) or DNB
(General Surgery) must possess 2 years of formal training in surgical disciplines after 3
years of post graduate training from NBE Accredited/ Govt. of India recognized medical
college to meet the 5 years requirement.

The admission Procedure for this programme was successfully conducted through video
conferencing with Christie NHS Foundation Trust, Manchester, UK for the eligible
candidates and the selected candidate has joined fellowship programme in January, 2017.

F. DNB -Medical Genetics

Medical Genetics is the specialty of medicine that involves the diagnosis and
management of genetic disorders. With the recent dramatic advances in genomics and
genetics, Medical Genetics has emerged as an important clinical specialty worldwide

NBE has introduced DNB Medical Genetics as 3 years Super Specialty Course from
January 2015 Academic Session onwards which is implemented in collaboration with
Department of Biotechnology (DBT). The programme of DNB-Medical Genetics is for
medical post graduates with degree/qualification (MD/DNB) in the field of Pediatrics,
General Medicine or Obstetrics & Gynecology who wish to pursue a career in Medical
Genetics. The program is designed to give physicians a working knowledge of the
principles and practice of medical genetics. They learn ethical principles as applied to
genetic services and practice and are provided hands on training in modern genetic
technologies along with knowledge of principles of epidemiology and statistics as applied
to genetic research. This National DNB Program in Medical Genetics, therefore, aims to
fulfill the pressing need to train physicians in medical genetics, so that they can bring the
benefits of modern biology and genomics to the people of India.

The following institutions are participating in this course:
1. Center of Medical Genetics, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi

2. Nizam’s Institute of Medical Sciences, and Centre of DNA Fingerprinting and Diagnosis,
Hyderabad

3. National Institute of Biomedical Genetics, and Institute of Postgraduate Medical
Education and Research and SSKM Hospitals

Medical Genetics course has been unique as it is the only National course in India where
candidates are rotated through the various institutions during the course to receive working
knowledge and hand on training in specialized subjects and modern technologies..

For academic session 2016, a total of 56 candidates consented for participation in the
online DNB Medical Genetics counseling. The counseling for these 56 candidates was
done through a video conference call/Telephonically by NBE in order of Medical Genetics
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merit position. 5 candidates have joined the DNB Medical Genetics Programme 2016.
NBE along with DBT organizes CME courses, workshops, training programme and grant
observerships to candidates in various accredited institutes for development of DNB
trainees in Medical Genetics.

. NBE E-Learning Programme

NBE in its continuous endeavor to strengthen post graduate training and assessment has
undertaken initiatives to introduce E-learning Programme for Pediatrics, Pediatrics
Cardiology, Emergency Medicine & Family Medicine. It seeks to develop, maintain, and
increase the knowledge, skills, and professional performance of post graduate residents
through conducting various structured Webinar classes covering the major primary care in
specialties topics for residents that will be delivered by distinguished faculties from eminent
national / regional institutes. The E- learning classes will enable the students to develop the
skills for recognizing the common medical conditions, making timely and appropriate
referrals and doing effective consultation and counseling. The E learning classes would be
progressive and innovative, ensuring a solid foundation in the full breadth of the specialty.

The Programme includes live weekly e-lectures, journal articles, videos and annual quiz
from centers in India Registered PG Residents can access to all content, which includes
more than 100 e-learning videos & participate quiz annually. Currently, NBE is
successfully conducting E —Learning classes in discipline of Pediatrics, Pediatric
Cardiology, Emergency medicine & Family medicine, the website for the same can be
accessed at https://nbe.linkstreet.in/.

7. THESIS & RESEARCH

As per NBE norms, writing a thesis is essential for all DNB candidates towards partial
fulfillment of eligibility for award of DNB degree certificate.

Research forms an integral part of the education programme for all candidates registered
with NBE. The Basic aim of requiring the candidates to write a thesis/dissertation is to
familiarize them with research methodology. The members of the faculty guiding the
thesis/dissertation work for the candidate to ensure that the subject matter selected for
the thesis/dissertation is feasible, economical and original.

DNB candidates are required to submit their thesis before the cut off date which shall be 30"
June of same year for candidates appearing for their scheduled December final theory
examination. Similarly candidates who shall be appearing in their scheduled June DNB final
examination shall be required to submit their thesis by 31° of preceding December.

A. SIGNIFICANTACCOUNTING POLICIES (ILLUSTRATIVE)

The National Board of Examination is established by the Govt. of India in the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare in the year 1975 and it became an independent autonomous
body with effect from March, 1982. The Rules and Regulations of the Board have been
framed by the central Govt. The Board at present conducts postgraduate and postdoctoral
examinations all over the country. It awards its own degree known as Diplomat of National
Board which are equivalent to MD/MS/DM/Mch of other Indian Universities as recognized
by the Govt. of India and are included in the First Schedule of the Indian Medical Council
Act 1956. The Board since its inception follows by and large the financial policies as laid
down by the Central Govt. Almost all the revenue and capital expenditure is being met out
from its own generated fund. This is non-profit making organization. The Accounts of the
Board are audited by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

1. The financial statements are prepared on cash basis including interest of FDRs
accounted forwhen it's matured or renewed.

2. The Board is an autonomous body and has been created by the Govt. of India. All the
receipts and payments are accounted for in government pattern and as such Income
Tax is not payable on the savings.

3. Revenue from students as examination fee, enroliment fee, FMGE, sale of application
form etc. is recognized when received.

4. Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties and
taxes related to acquisition less depreciation thereon.

5. Annual Prize Fund has been created by donations received from various High
Dignitaries for award of Gold Medals in various specialties. The income on account of
interest is added to fund and expenditure made is reduced from the fund itself. It is
liability on the Board.

6. Liability towards pension and gratuity payable on death/retirement of employees is
accrued based on actuarial valuation.

7. All deposits are made in the Nationalized Banks and in Reserve Bank of India
Government Securities.

8. Previous year’sfigures are regrouped, rearranged wherever necessary.
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9. Depreciation is charged on fixed assets at the rates prescribed under the Income tax
act, 1961 on written down value, except land including leasehold land on which no
depreciation is to be provided.

10. The amount given by the various hospitals/ medical colleges for their accreditation is
booked as advance until the accreditation is approved. After the approval, the same is
booked as income of the Board.

1. Out of the accreditation fee received from various Hospital/Medical colleges till the end of
the financial year, an amount of Rs. 14,86,65,400/- for which accreditation was not
approved till the end of the year was shown under current liabilities in the balance sheet.
The amount will be adjusted in the subsequent financial year in which the decision of the
approval of their accreditation is finalized.
